This framework could consist of two parts, a generic and country specific according to the typology constructed in the strategy document. Guidance and decisions on drafting TOR’s, case studies, steering committees would be welcome.

A forward work plan for allocation of work between members (formation of subgroups?) may help the process move forward.
